Following their spring tour, Blake announce new dates for their 'An Evening With Blake' tour in Summer 2011. Join these four incredible young male singers for a wonderful evening of musical entertainment as Blake stylishly bridge the gap between classical and pop with a stunning blend of voices and beautiful songs such as 'Nessun Dorma', 'Bring Him Home', 'Hallelujah' and 'Jerusalem'.

As well as touring the UK, 2011 will see Blake - baritones Jules Knight and Stephen Bowman and tenors Humphrey Berney and Ollie Baines - returning to the studio to record their fourth album. 'All Of Me', the first track from the new album has been described as "the perfect wedding song" by composer Simon May, known for writing the themes to Eastenders and Howard's Way, and his young team of co-writers/producers Simon Lockyer and John Brant.
Since writing 'All Of Me' two years ago, Simon has been waiting for the right artist and occasion to produce the definitive recording of the song. Following a meeting with Blake in November 2010, Simon knew that he had found the group to record 'All Of Me' and although it was not written for Prince William and Kate's wedding, no song could be more perfect as a celebration of the big day. With its fervent lyrics, uplifting melodies and beautiful harmonies 'All Of Me' will provide the perfect soundtrack to the Royal Wedding in April.
Blake's incredible journey started when four friends reunited on Facebook and quickly rose to the top of the charts as they blurred the lines between pop and classical singing, creating a unique sound like none before. 

They released their self-titled number one album back in 2007 and it went on to become only the second debut album to win 'Album of the Year' at the Classical Brit Awards. They have since released two further albums, 2008's 'And So It Goes' and 2009's 'Together', which shot straight into the Top 5 of the UK classical charts, was No.1 in Australia and No.1 in South Africa.

The 'An Evening With Blake' tour has been an exciting new experience for the group as they have given local choirs the opportunity to perform with them on their nationwide tour. The classical foursome came up with the idea of having a local choir joining them on stage after they toured schools across the country giving performances and talks about the music industry. "The schools tour was part of the 'campaign' for our 2nd Brit nomination, but it quickly became so much more than that to us. The kids really engaged with what we did and we were blown away by the talent and confidence of some of them in the mock 'X-Factor' auditions that we held. With all that singing talent, we just couldn't understand why choirs weren't as popular as they used to be" explains baritone Jules Knight.

Blake's search for choirs was such a success that the group have decided to extend it into 2011, "It's been inspirational to see so many choirs send in their material and a pleasure to perform with them all. We are looking forward to seeing more footage from choirs across the country and performing with them on the next part of the tour" said tenor Humphrey Berney.

With over half a million albums sold worldwide, Blake continue to build their reputation as one of the most eclectic and exciting classical-pop groups in the world.
