Classical Brit Award Winners BLAKE launch search for local choirs

Brit Award winning classical group BLAKE are giving local choirs the opportunity to perform on stage with them on their UK tour. Beginning at the end of August and running throughout autumn the 25 date tour includes theatres and concert halls.

Choirs who would like the chance to join Blake on stage should send a YouTube video link of the choir performing to info@BlakeOfficial.com accompanied by a short description of the choir.

One choir will be chosen for each concert and the choir will join the group on stage to perform some of Blake’s well known classic-pop renditions, including ‘Hallelujah’, ‘Jerusalem’ and ‘Nessun Dorma’ – songs that helped catapult the group to global success after their formation using Facebook in 2007. 

The classical foursome came up with the idea of having a local choir joining them on stage after they toured schools across the country giving performances and talks about the music industry. “The schools tour was part of the ‘campaign’ for our 2nd Brit nomination, but it quickly became so much more than that to us. The kids really engaged with what we did and we were blown away by the talent and confidence of some of them in the mock ‘X-Factor’ auditions that we held. With all that singing talent, we just couldn’t understand why choirs weren’t as popular as they used to be” explains baritone Jules Knight.

The members of Blake all found their love of music at a young age and sang with various groups and choirs throughout their childhood. Their passion for music continues to grow and they wanted to share this with the communities they would be visiting on their tour. “We thought about how we could involve school choirs and local community choirs in our live shows, and that getting some of the choirs up on stage with us would be a great experience for both them and us” added Tenor Oliver Baines.

The group are busy sifting through hours of performances to choose the best choir in each area.  Tenor Humphrey Berney said of the process “It’s been inspirational to see so many choirs send in their material. We’ve literally watched hours of footage already and there’s lot more to come I’m sure”. 

Baritone Stephen Bowman hinted that one of the chosen choirs could win more than just the opportunity to sing live with Blake “If we found a really fantastic choir, we’ll certainly consider using them on our 4th studio album, next year”.
