Former choristers who reunited on Facebook, Blake’s self-titled chart-topping album became only the second debut album to win ‘Album of the Year’ at the Classical Brit Awards. Their latest album, ‘Together’, shot straight into the Top 5 of the UK classical charts, was No.1 in Australia and South Africa and was nominated for a Brit Award for Album of the Year. Having performed at venues including the Royal Albert Hall, Wembley and Twickenham and with over half a million albums sold worldwide, Blake continue to stylishly bridge the gap between classical and pop with a stunning blend of voices.
