Baritone Stephen Bowman added “If someone performing on a TV show can’t sing then it is dishonest to use Autotune to pretend otherwise. The audiences are being lied to and the contestants are being set up for public humiliation when they have to perform without Autotune.”
Having performed their blend of classical pop around the world and in front of millions of TV viewers at sporting events, Blake passionately believe that singers should always perform live. “If you can sing, you don’t need Autotune. If you need it then don’t sing, find something you can do” stated Jules Knight
