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Classical quartet Blake announce the first of a series of concerts in cathedrals ‘The Cathedral Concerts’. Their latest album, ‘Together’, shot straight into the Top 5 of the UK classical charts, was No.1 in Australia and South Africa and was nominated for a Brit Award for Album of the Year. 

Having performed at venues including the Royal Albert Hall, Wembley and Twickenham and with over half a million albums sold worldwide, Blake continue to stylishly bridge the gap between classical and pop with a stunning blend of voices. As the great Dame Shirley Bassey declared on hearing Blake sing “They are divine, very handsome boys with gorgeous voices”
