For Danielle Spencer her songs are “a combination of observation, imagination and personal experience”. Yet her new single ‘Wish I’d Been Here’ is a heartfelt paean that sees the Australian at her most lyrically open and honest. The video is directed by Russell Crowe and is inspired by Gerome’s painting of a dying Pierrot The Clown - entitled ‘Duel After A Masquerade Ball’ - and by Australian sculptor Ken Unsworth and the sense of otherworldliness he brings to his work.

The new album follows an 8-year hiatus and the time away from the spotlight has reaffirmed Danielle’s desire to create and perform. “I was carving out little bits of time to write…by the time I finished the music and the lyrics for all the songs, I realised that…it sounded like an album”. 

Inspired by a friend, and wanting an organic feel to the album after her more electronic debut ‘White Monkey’, Danielle sent the demos to legendary producer Tony Visconti. Famed for his work with David Bowie, T-Rex, Sparks and Morrissey, Visconti was blown away. “She sounds like herself, like nobody else I’ve ever worked with…I knew I was dealing with someone who was a great writer”. The feeling was mutual – Danielle was astonished that, as “a huge fan of his work and the way he arranges in a raw, real soundscape…I couldn’t believe how much commitment and focus he brought to my project”. Mojo compared Danielle’s “…ethereality, space, mystery and a way with melody” to the best of Kate Bush and Tori Amos.
‘Calling All Magicians’ became Danielle’s first European album upon its release in early 2010 - prior to its forthcoming Australian release – and it was heralded on these shores with a handful of live performances, including on ‘This Morning’. Danielle Spencer returns to the UK in April for performances and a guest appearance on Loose Woman to release the new single ‘Wish I’d Been Here’.
