‘Light’ is the buzzing 3rd album by the vibrant Manchester based urban collective LZ7 and is the follow up to 2008’s Gasoline. After launching the single ‘This Little Light’, LZ7 are releasing this fun-filled album of party tunes. As well as providing infectious, bouncy tracks, ‘Light’ focuses on sending out positive messages to its listening audience. LZ7 - lead vocalist Lindz, Rob on drums, singer Nic and dancer/singer Nana - has a sound described as a mix of the Beastie Boys and Dizzee Rascal. Lindz and the band travel widely, performing around the world to a growing fan base.

‘Light’ is made up of 14 diverse and upbeat songs and features guest appearances by Whistlejacket and Guvna B. The lead song and first single ‘This Little Light’ is a hip-hop recording of the 1920’s gospel classic and was used as the theme tune for the national campaign ‘Shine Your Light’. The ‘Shine Your Light’ campaign, launched by The Message Trust, is a bold national campaign to ‘make goodness fashionable’ that aims to unleash the full potential of Britain’s young people. The nature of the song reflects the meaning, and is bound to leave you with a sense of contentment.

The Message Trust is an award-winning charity working in schools, local communities and prisons with the aim of bringing hope and providing opportunities. LZ7 are one of three bands that work with The Message Trust in schools to inspire kids to fulfil their potential. Their ability to connect with the kids is reflected in their music, as they sing about getting the most out of life and making right decisions.

The album includes tracks that vary in character. ‘Fall at Your Feet’ is an urban ballad that sports a slower tempo, revealing the band’s sensitive side, while ‘Sold Out’ delivers driving party beats that fit more than comfortably into today’s music scene. The song ‘Four Points’, with its club beats and synthesizers, samples the chorus of gospel favourite ‘O’ Happy Days’, giving it a modern day twist. With a sound close to that of Hadouken!, ‘The Greatest Day’ brings the band’s poppy side to the forefront, combining sing along choruses with hip-hop verses. Similarly, ‘Party Time’ lives up to its title as it dishes out club beats that force you to get up and dance. LZ7’s high level of talent is illustrated in ‘Come Alive’ where Nic shows off her unique and powerful vocals. The two remixes of ‘This Little Light’ end the album on a high, with the pulse reaching out to their desired audience of fresh faced, enthusiastic youngsters. Their assorted collection of songs and gifted talent yet again emphasise why LZ7 appeal to such a wide audience.
