New single 'A Little Easier' sums up the straightforward storytelling and infectious charm that Leddra Chapman sprinkles throughout her debut album 'Telling Tales’. Currently the opener for her live shows, this tale of frustration with a hard-to-please lover possesses touches of Suzanne Vega, Joni Mitchell and Regina Spektor in her performance, while in some ways, her narrative style is akin to a gentle folk-pop Lily Allen. The video for the single was filmed in the unparalleled rock-and-roll surroundings of Brighton's Hotel Pelirocco in a room themed on the 50's glamour and boundary pushing of Betty Page. 
 
Debut single 'Story' has already made waves, being playlisted for two consecutive weeks so far on BBC Radio 2 after it was championed by Terry Wogan - Leddra has also been invited to perform a live session for Janice Long in the New Year. Meanwhile, television audiences across the UK will meet Leddra for the first time when she plays live and is interviewed on ITV's This Morning in January.
Inspired by Macy Gray's early noughties hit 'I Try', Leddra proceeded to write her first song, aged 12. Excited that she could capture thought-provoking emotion in her lyrics and melodies, Leddra continued to write songs and soon started playing gigs (wherever age-restrictions permitted). Never lacking ambition, Leddra divided her time between completing her studies, writing songs, teaching herself piano and also learned to produce demos of her songs in the small home-studio her dad had built in the garage. This dedication to her studies has prevailed and she currently juggles her prospering career as a singer songwriter with a music course at university.
 
The early demos generated a buzz and the Essex schoolgirl with the characteristic voice was invited to play at Manchester's 'In The City' Music Conference. Whilst there she played a beautiful 30 minute set to a packed crowd at the Warchild Acoustic Showcase and was subsequently chosen as a 'Best of ITC' in Music Week. More recently, she was the special guest on Roachford's UK tour, giving her the chance to road-test the songs that make up her album, impressing audiences along the way with her playful and charming delivery.
 
With funding from the Icebreaker Investment Fund, Leddra has recorded her album 'Telling Tales' with musician and producer Peter-John Vettese (Katherine Jenkins, Melanie C, Sia and Gary Go). The result is a collection of ten folk-pop songs on which Leddra's pure voice, beautiful instrumentation and the evocative words work together to paint vivid pictures.
