Patch William will release a brand new, previously unavailable single on September 13th. ‘Skinny White Boy’ is another masterful Britrock song from the youthful Fulham-based four piece that pulls at the listener’s heartstrings and pulls them on to the dancefloor at the same time. Only recently debuted live, it has already become a crowd favourite.

‘Skinny White Boy’ follows a successful debut on the UK’s summer festival circuit for this young band, comprised of brothers Will (vocals, guitar) and Ed Adlard (drums), and friends George Eddy (guitar) and Ali Digby (bass, vocals). They’ve travelled the length and breadth of the country, performing at the Firefly and Belladrum festivals and on their first UK headline tour, as well as recording for the Station Sessions at St Pancras. There have also been phenomenal live shows back in London, at the likes of The Flowerpot, The Troubadour and Proud Camden.

Yet the undoubted highlight was appearing not once but twice at this year’s Glastonbury festival. An acoustic set on the Climate Camp stage on Saturday warmed Patch William up for Sunday, when they were chosen to appear on the BBC Introducing stage at Glastonbury – alongside the likes of Chew Lips and Pulled Apart By Horses.  The guys also landed a featured slot on 6Music’s series of ‘Road To Glastonbury’ news stories in the build up to the festival – 6Music man Tom Robinson has been an early cheerleader of Patch William and the band were involved in the successful campaign to keep the station from closure earlier in the year.

It is no surprise 6Music have lent their weight behind Patch William. Their self-titled, self-released debut album is stuffed full of phenomenal tracks, right from opener ‘Silver & Gold’ to closer ‘Bad From The Start’. Highlights include ‘Jealousy’, which received a week-long play on Hollyoaks, ‘Take Me Home To Marylebone’ (a one-take session version of which is featured on the b-side to the new single) and the wistful ‘The Last Bus’, which shot the band into the spotlight when it was unexpectedly nominated for the Ivor Novello Award for ‘Best Song Musically & Lyrically’ earlier this year.

With ‘Skinny White Boy’, Patch William show once again they are operating with an assured touch. Will’s soul-baring lyrics and yearning, almost cracked voice are complemented perfectly by Ali’s sweet background vocals and the band’s unerring sense of melody, with a tantalising buildup to the song’s breakout moment of catharsis. Patch William’s sound glues the tunefulness of The Kinks to the heartbreak of The Undertones with a contemporary vigour that affirms their youthful outlook. Yet ‘Skinny White Boy’ is that rare beast, a song that transcends its influences and confirms Patch William as one of the most exciting UK acts around.
