Ali Campbell, the legendary voice of UB40 is releasing a DVD of his first solo concert after leaving the band. The DVD is a recording of a special one-off gig Ali performed at the Royal Albert Hall and features many hits from his Top Ten Solo album ‘Running Free’ as well as UB40 classics.

The live recording of Ali’s April 3rd 2008 show, features many of the artists that dueted with Ali on ‘Running Free’ as well as feature performances and exclusive interview footage with

Combining both solo material and UB40’s past successes, the DVD showcases Ali at his best, bringing reggae to the masses in a way that only he can, whilst the added bonus of the collaborations and extra footage with his friends and contemporaries give the DVD viewer an insight into the world of a man responsible for more than 50 chart topping singles.

‘Running Free’ went certified gold after it’s release in 2007, described as “a welcome reaffirmation of his talent, confirming his status as reggae’s original white boy wunderkind”. It marked Ali’s first solo material since 1995’s ‘Big Love’ and brought in many of his musical peers and friends in a collaboration he called “an absolute joy” to make.

Known for his vocals on favourites such as ‘Red, Red Wine’, ‘Don’t Break my Heart’ and ‘Can’t Help Falling in Love’, Ali spent almost 30 years as part of the world wide best selling band UB40, notching up over 40 UK Top 40 singles and garnering an Ivor Novello award as well as a Grammy nomination along the way. During their 30 years, they sold over 60 million albums worldwide and released 24 studio albums, making them one of British music’s biggest success stories.

Constant in his love of reggae and it’s endless capacity for innovation, seen in his UB40 days, Ali’s last album ‘Great British Songs’ displayed an array of classic Brit favourites in a new reggae infused style and met with rave reviews with Ray Davis “waxing lyrical” about the ‘You Really Got Me’ cover. He is currently working on new material and will be performing at the live BBC concert Reggae Britannia in February.
