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RIGHT SAID FRED RETURN WITH ‘I’M TOO SEXY 2007’ AND DAZ TV COMMERCIAL

‘I’m Too Sexy 2007’ – UK release April 30th 2007 on Tug Records

The two brothers Fairbrass (Fred and Richard), universally known as Right Said Fred, are set to return to the British charts with the release of a newly recorded version of the pop classic ‘I’m Too Sexy’ and a brand new album.

Originally released in 1991, ‘I’m Too Sexy’ sold over 6 million copies worldwide, was number 1 in 30 countries (including for 3 weeks in America making Right Said Fred the first British act to accomplish that feat with a debut single since the Beatles) and was number 2 in Britain for 6 weeks. Their debut album ‘Up’ sold 7 million copies worldwide.
‘I’m Too Sexy’ is one of the most used pieces of pop music in film and TV. In The Simpsons Bart, Homer and Ned have all had scenes with the song; Cameron Diaz sings it in The Sweetest Thing; Tom Hanks performed it on Saturday Night Live, Bono opened a U2 tour by reciting the lyrics; Howard Stern has regularly used it in his show, as has the WWF; Spin City, Sex & The City, Grumpy Old Men, Prêt À Porter, Bedazzled and Simple Life are just a few of the productions to use the song; and US presidential candidate John Kerry announced "My friends, let me say this: I'm too sexy for my shirt," before enumerating a long list of other things for which he was too sexy, including his car, his cat, his hat, Milan, New York and Japan.

And now Daz have followed Kodak, Mondeo and Toyota by using ‘I’m Too Sexy’ in their TV advertising campaign. Running from January until June 2007 the commercial features the Freds singing ‘I’m Too Sexy - For My Whites’ in an episode of the ongoing Cleaner Close soap opera.

Richard Fairbrass: “It’s good to be back!  ‘I’m Too Sexy’ is a very resilient track but no-one has done a proper remix of it. So, with it being used in the Daz Advert, it made perfect sense for us to re-record a version. This is an exciting time for us, we are writing some of the best stuff that we’ve done since our first album ‘Up’ and it is great to be back with our original label Tug.”
