Katie’s European tour, which was originally due to take place in autumn 2010, will start in Dresden on March 9th and conclude in Freiburg on June 21st. The thirteen date British leg will kick off in Sheffield on April 22nd and end in Glasgow on May 9th.

Katie will be performing hits including ‘The Closest Thing To Crazy’ and ‘Nine Million Bicycles’ from her first three international best-selling albums as well as songs from her latest album ‘The House’. Released in May, Katie’s fourth album has received some of the finest reviews of her career and topped Billboard’s pan-European charts.
