Take That’s ‘Up All Night’, Nickelback’s ‘Rockstar’, Pulp’s ‘Common People’ and The Stranglers’ ‘Golden Brown’ have all been Wurzelised. Other notable highlights include The Fratelli’s ‘Chelsea Dagger’, Spinal Tap’s ‘Sex Farm’ and the first single - a stunning version of Kaiser Chiefs’ ‘Ruby’

WHERE HAS ALL THE FUN GONE IN MUSIC?

Singer Pete Budd says "The Wurzels are the only band consistently making fun songs. There used to be songs at the top of the charts like 'Right Said Fred', 'Ernie', 'Have you got a Light', 'Funky Moped'; there was The Barron Knights, Rolf Harris and even us with 'Combine Harvester', we all had big records and number 1 hits.

"Musicians are all so serious these days, they seem to be concerned that having some fun and making people smile might be bad for their image, but it’s also bad for listeners if the fun element of songs is gone forever."

The Wurzels’ greatest hits album on EMI recently topped 80,000 sales and the predecessor to this album 2002’s 'Never Mind the Bullocks' is now a standard album in every party CD selection.

The band continue to play over 100 shows a year to sell out crowds all over the country, with regular festival appearances at Bestival, Guilfest, Finsbury Park and Glastonbury. 

The Wurzels began with Adge Cutler in the early 60’s but only came to real fame when they parodied Melanie’s ‘Brand New Key’. ‘Combine Harvester’ shot straight  to number 1 in 1977 followed by ‘I am A Cider Drinker’ which was a re-arranged cover of ‘Una Paloma Blanca’, thus showing a Wurzelised song is a hit song. This release is the second in the' Bullocks' series and the band have addressed that winning formula and are still Wurzelising hits in the 21st Century. 

Recently The Wurzels made the headlines following Alistair Darling’s budget speech. The Chancellor announced controversial plans to punish cider drinkers by announcing that tax on cider would increase by 10% above inflation from midnight on Sunday 28th March, which brought the following statement from the band:

“Having just heard the news we are all very upset that Scrumpy Cider, being one of the few pleasures that we cherish down here on the farm in the West Country, is being hit by such a tax rise. 

We all realise that, in these current times, we have to tighten the string on our trousers but we must admit that having to cut down on this local favourite leaves us feeling that we are being unfairly penalised, and we'll tell him something, he won't be the Darling bud of our May.

We would like to offer our 50 years of experience of Cider drinking, and of playing within a cider community, to the government in an advisory capacity and the public can be assured that we would obviously register our interests in Cider before any lobbying commenced to avoid accusations of in-cider dealing.” Tom Banner and Pete Budd, The Wurzels

The government dropped these plans following fierce opposition to the move, and with Parliament dissolved there was insufficient time to squeeze the law through. The Tories and Lib Dems welcomed the cider move but Labour say it will be re-introduced if they are re-elected.
